2. Either plaque shall become the permanent property of the Unit winning it for three 

consecutive years. The Unit winner will place another plaque in the Department 
competition, rules and name remaining the same. 

 
3. A committee of three shall judge entries prior to the department convention, judges 

being the Department National Security Chairman, donor if possible, and/or former 
National Security Chairman. 

 
4. Entry must be in narrative typewritten form not to exceed 1,000 words and include 

with Department report by deadline date
